We will be exploring diverse global environments, 
comparing them to local ones through activities 
using digital map exploration, books and role play to 
enhance the understanding of geography and 
cultural differences. 

Phonics  
Rising 3 and Nursery  
We will continue on their Phase 1 journey focusing in on rhyming, 
counting syllables and hearing the all of the sounds in simple CVC 
words. 
Reception  
Reception will be consolidating sounds, sh, ch, th, ng, ai, ee, igh, oa, 
ar, or, ur, oi, er, oo, ow, ear and air and using them with consonant 
blends. We will learning to spell me, we, he, she, they, you, her, was 
my, her and all.

We will be threading wool; making 
choices about patterns and colours;

We will be creating a Spring 
suncatcher mandala using collected 
leaves and petals.
